During these past several months, | gained a greater appreciation for tho
who take on the commitment of saying kaddish. It is not merely an exercise
reciting the same words again and again; it is also a conversation with God, asl
that God watch over this special soul who impacted my life with love anc
compassion.

Saying kaddish is an intensely personal process, one that | recommend
anyone who has lost a loved one. Yet our tradition dictates that these words not
recited in isolation there need to be at least another nine Jewish adults in order t
begin this conversation. Why? It is because the presence of community strength
us and encourages us to start the conversation, even at times when the words ar
hard to say.

This is one of many reasons why a minyan is so important to maintain. It |
not merely a ritual exercise, but an act of support and compassion. In a sense, tt
is no greater purpose of a synagogue than this. | am indebted to those who he
enabled me to say kaddish, and | hope you will join me at minyan in the comi
weeks and months so we can extend that favor to our fellow congregants.
