You may have heard that November is Jewish Book Month. I thought it 
would be appropriate to use this space to talk about some key ways to study the one 
book that started it all, the Hebrew Bible. 

Many people believe that they know the Hebrew Bible better than they do. (I 
suspect that I have made that mistake myself from time to time.) So, I'd like to offer 
a few ways to avoid common misconceptions: 

First, it is appropriate for Jews to refer to the Hebrew Bible, and not to 
"The Old Testament". Using the latter title implies an acknowledgment that a new 
testament superseded the "old" one, thus rendering our Bible as not only old-
fashioned, but also invalid. Rather than give that impression, "Hebrew Bible" or 
"Tanakh" (the Hebrew acronym for Torah, Nevi'im (prophets) and Ketuvim 
(writings), the three sections of the Hebrew Bible) are better terms for us to use.  
Regarding the other Bible sacred to our Christian friends, "Christian Bible" is a   
suitable term. 

Second, remember that translations matter. Every translation is an         
interpretation -- meaning, it is almost impossible to communicate in English the  
precise meaning of each word in biblical Hebrew. Scholars use their understanding 
of linguistics, archeology, and literary context to decide on each word of a biblical 
translation, and of course, these scholars are apt to disagree early and often. If you 
really want to understand the precise meaning of a biblical passage, it can be helpful 
to compare and contrast two or more different translations side by side. 

This is useful in order to remember a third tip, which is that little words can 
mean a lot. The ridiculous myth that Jews have horns has its roots in a famous  
Renaissance artwork that depicts Moses with two horns emerging from the top of 
his head. Had the artist read the end of Exodus 34 correctly, he would have noticed 
that the text says that Moses had "horns of light" -- meaning, two beams of light 
emitting from his head -- and not simply horns. A closer reading of the text would 
have put an end to an absurd notion before it even began. 

Fourth, much of what we commonly think is in the Hebrew Bible is 
actually Midrash, rabbinic stories that add color to our beloved text. While 
Midrashim can teach us essential lessons about the values that make us Jewish, they 
are not a substitute for the text itself. For instance, a famous Midrash attempts to 
explain why Abraham was so eager to follow God even when God asked him to 
drop everything and move to a strange land when he was 75 years old. The story 
goes that Abraham's father owned an idol shop, and that when Abraham was a child, 
he destroyed his father's idols because he realized they were powerless. This a    
compelling story -- but it is nowhere to be found in the biblical text itself. Our   
reading of the Hebrew Bible must differentiate between what is actually in the text 
and what is outside of it. 

Most of all, when you read the Hebrew Bible, try 
to read it as if it is the first time. For no matter how 
often we read it, there is always something new to dis-
cover that we didn't realize before. 

I hope that the new month of November enables 
you to make some new discoveries in a Jewish book, 
whether you have read it before or for the first time.

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November is Jewish Book Month!   
November is traditionally known as òJewish Book Monthó. It was established by the Jewish Book Council "to  
promote the reading, writing and publishing of quality English language books of Jewish content in North  
Americaó. It is a time when public and school libraries nationwide highlight their Jewish book collections.  
 

History of Jewish Book Month. 
According to the Jewish Book Council, in1925, Fanny Goldstein, a librarian at the West End Branch of the Boston 
Public Library, set up an exhibit of Judaic books and used it as a focus of what she called Jewish Book Week. In 
1927, with the assistance of Rabbi S. Felix Mendelsohn of Chicago, the event was adopted by communities around 
the country. During its first 15 years, the annual date of the program coincided with the holiday of Lag B'Omer, 
traditionally regarded as a scholars' festival. In 1940, the event was moved to the pre-Hanukkah period, so as to 
promote books of Jewish content as Hanukkah gifts. This timetable remains in place to this day. Over the years, 
Jewish Book Week became so popular and so filled with activities that it was extended to a one-month 
period in 1943. 
 

I encourage you to browse in our Ted and Rose Levin Childrenõs Library, and the Milton and Edna Banov Adult 
Library. We now have over 3,200 books in our collection, so there is sure to be something of interest to all  
congregants, regardless of age. (You can also browse our collection on the Internet, logging on to the Synagogue 
website and clicking on ôlibraryõ).

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F I N A N C I A L  R E P O R T  - M I T C H E L L  R .  F I S C H B E I N ,  CPA  

 Five months ago, Michael Schwartz, CPA, financial secretary and I, began reviewing and analyzing the  
financial activities of the synagogue.   We were primarily focused on what was causing the cash flow problems in 
our synagogue.  One reason is the amount of revenue projected to come in this fiscal year, and another is the 
 timing of the receipt of this revenue.  Dues alone do not cover the expenses that are needed to operate the synagogue, including 
paying our staff. We need to create additional revenue above and beyond our current fundraisers and dues,  that adds 
another $75,000 to cover all of our expenses.  
 In addition to adding more dues paying members and adding more revenue generating fundraisers, we 
need to collect our dues on a more current basis than we are now experiencing. Our current policy states that dues 
are not delinquent until twelve (12) months after the bills are placed on the books.  We need to modify this policy 
to provide a more even flow of cash coming into the synagogue throughout the year.  
 To that end, Michael and I are proposing to change the policy and the constitution to require that  
everyoneõs dues are paid at least on a quarterly basis.  This means that at the end of September, December, March, 
and June, one fourth of your dues should be paid.  Various ways to accomplish this goal are to : 
 
(1) pay 100% of your dues when the billing notices are sent in July,  

(2) provide the synagogue with a credit card number so that one-twelfth (1/12) of your dues is automatically paid 

monthly, or quarterly, or 

(3) make a payment of one-fourth (1/4) of your dues during each of the four periods.   

  
 However you choose to meet your obligation is up to you, as long as your dues are paid in a timely  
manner.  Please do not hesitate to contact the synagogue office, Michael Schwartz, or me with your concerns, 
questions, or comments, regarding this proposal or any financial business.
